Child Find is a 
component of Individuals 
with Disabilities Education 
Act (IDEA) that requires all 
states to identify, locate, evaluate and refer all children with 
disabilities. Children from birth to age three with disabilities 
will be referred to the appropriate agencies for services. 
All referrals are considered confidential, and services are 
provided at no cost to the family. 

Atlanta Public Schools Child Find services can open a 
window of hope for a brighter future for infants and toddlers 
who are at risk of developmental delay. A free, appropriate, 
public education with a full continuum of services is 
available to all eligible children. If you know a child who 
may have a problem with learning, speech, vision, hearing, 
or who has physical, cognitive or health impairments, please 
encourage his or her parents and/or guardians to contact 
the Department of Special Education at 404-802-1690 or 
404-802-2665 for more information.
