Growith: Georgia's Student Growth Model for English Language Proficiency (GSGM for ELP) compares the ELP growth each EL student makes
in one year relative to EL students in the same grade across the stata with similar prior year level of ELP. The model tells us how an English
learner's growth in English proficiancy compares to other same-grade students with similar proficiency in the prior year.
