Culinary Arts Career Pathway Completers - Industry Credentialing 
for High School Students 
 
Upon completion of sequenced courses in the Culinary Arts Pathway, students 
are eligible to complete the Industry-Recognized student credential for 
fulfillment of the End of Pathway Assessment. Secondary students completing 
the Culinary Arts pathway will be able to sit for the National Industry 
Credentialed assessment offered on-line from ACF-CJC, ACF-Secondary 
Culinary Graduate, NOCTICook Level 2, and ProStart. Once mastery is 
reached, students will receive recognition for completion and use this credential 
in conjunction with their job or continuing training.

Culinary Arts 
 Pathway Description 

A career in culinary arts involves more than simply cooking. Many job opportunities exist in this field, from executive chefs to part‐time food service workers. Chefs, 
cooks, and food preparation workers prepare and cook a wide range of foods in a variety of restaurants and other food service establishments. Food service 
managers are responsible for the daily operations of restaurants and other establishments that prepare and serve meals and beverages to customers. Most fast‐
food or short‐order cooks and food preparation workers require little education or training since most skills are learned on the job. Executive chefs and head cooks 
who work in fine‐dining restaurants require many years of training and experience. They may receive training through post‐secondary vocational programs, 
independent cooking schools, professional culinary institutes or 2‐ or 4‐year degree programs in hospitality or culinary arts. Many restaurant and food service 
management positions, particularly self‐service and fast‐food, are filled by promoting experienced food and beverage preparation and service workers. Many 
national or regional restaurant chains recruit management trainees from 2‐ and 4‐year college hospitality management programs which require internships and real‐
life experience to graduate. Important characteristics for those interested in culinary arts include working well as part of a team, working efficiently, personal 
cleanliness, self‐discipline, and initiative. Job openings for chefs, cooks, food preparation workers and food service managers are expected to be plentiful through 
2024.

NOTE: Students have many options to ENTER and EXIT from their academic studies into the workforce. When a student graduates from high school, they are 
eligible to choose one of many ENTRANCE POINT options: 1. Enroll in either a 2 or 4 year post-secondary program; 2. Enroll in an apprenticeship program or the 
military; or 3. Enter the workforce using technical skills learned in high school. When a student finishes a 2- or 4-year degree program, they may choose to EXIT 
and 1. Enroll in an apprenticeship program or the military; 2. Enroll in a professional university degree program; or 3. Enter the workforce using technical skills 
learned.
