Carpentry
Pathway Description

Construction includes the building of new structures as well as additions and modifications to existing ones. The construction industry also
includes maintenance, repair, and improvements on these structures. Carpenters construct and repair building frameworks and structures— such
as stairways, doorframes, partitions, and rafters—made from wood and other materials. They also may install kitchen cabinets, siding, and
drywall.

Although most carpenters learn their trade through a formal apprenticeship, some learn on the job, starting as a helper. Carpenters use many
different hand and power tools to cut and shape wood, plastic, fiberglass, or drywall. They commonly use hand tools, including squares, levels,
and chisels, as well as many power tools, such as sanders, circular saws, and nail guns.
