Forest Natural Resources Management Career Pathway Completers -
Industry Credentialing for High School Students

Upon completion of sequenced courses in the Forest Natural Resources
Management Pathway, students are eligible to complete the Industry-
Recognized student credential for fulfilment of the End of Pathway
Assessment. Secondary students completing the Forest Natural Resources
Management pathway will be able to sit for the National Industry Credentialed
assessment offered on-line from NOCTI and Precision. Once mastery is
reached, students will receive recognition for completion and use this credential
in conjunction with their job or continuing training. For specific assessment
information, refer to: http:/bit.ly/AgricultureEOPA.

The commercial fisheries courses allow students to have prior experience before going into job fields such as marine biology, oceanography
engineering, geographic information science, diesel mechanics, welding, carpentry, and fishing (just to name a few). Some groups that students
may choose to have a career with include Coast Guard, Department of Natural Resources, National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration,
various marine extension offices, and various commercial fishing vessels.

Skill sets needed to perform a multitude of tasks on any commercial fishing vessel includes (but not excluded to) knowledge and experience in
diesel mechanics, net mending, welding, carpentry, information technology, navigation, business, and communications.

Completion of this pathway includes First Aid/CPR certification, possible internships during high school, along with experience that is vital to the
safety of anyone that is involved in the commercial fisheries field.
