	Become an Authorized MSSC Secondary Assessment Center

· Sites interested in becoming an Authorized MSSC Secondary Assessment Center must register through the MSSC at no cost. Contact Catherine Feeney (703) 739-9000 ext 2222. · Site coordinator/proctors are required to attend a webinar‐based Assessment Training workshop facilitated by NOCTI.  

· Once the training requirement is met, the site coordinator will receive a testing agreement form from NOCTI (via email).

· The testing agreement must be completed and returned to NOCTI.

· The site coordinator will be sent a welcome email with account details, a link to the MSSC online ordering system and tutorial, and any supplemental materials needed to successfully manage the MSSC testing program.
· The Client Services Center will be used to manage the testing program and access resource materials.  A site code and password are required for access and are provided in the welcome email.  Score reports will be reported on the Client Services Center as with other NOCTI assessments.
Order Process

· Test takers will register themselves through the MSSC registration system which will provide them with a candidate registration number.  Registrations must be ordered through the MSSC online ordering system prior to registration.  

· The Site Coordinator at the school will submit the completed MSSC assessment order through the MSSC online ordering system.  A tutorial for utilizing the system is provided on the MSSC website.  The MSSC will confirm the order and send approved orders to NOCTI for processing.  Note: The MSSC requires four business days to verify orders.

· Once NOCTI receives the order from the MSSC, the order will be processed and the Site Coordinator at the school will receive email notification.

	Proctoring Guidelines:
	· Site Coordinators will retrieve the user codes from the Client Services Center (using the log‐in credentials provided in the welcome email) and provide the user codes to the test proctor.
· The test proctor will distribute user codes to test takers on the day of testing and oversee the online test administration.
· Candidate registration numbers must be used as the participant ID to ensure proper certificate processing. 
· A valid photo ID must be presented by the test taker prior to test administration.

	Administered using QuadNet, NOCTI’s online administration system.
